Drive
around the India’s major administration and legislature assembly house known as Sansal Bhawan (Parliament House),
Presidential House and North and South Block where all the important Ministries of India including Defence, Foreign,
Finance, Home Affairs Ministries are located finally stopping at India Gate. We would also visit Gandi Samriti Memorial.
After Lunch drive 200kms/4 hours to Agra. On arrival check-into hotel. Overnight at Agra.

Day 03 AGRA <After breakfast proceed to Taj Mahal and Agra Fort. > (B)
In the 16™ and 17" century Agra was the capital of India. Most of its monuments and forts are constructed in that era.
Afternoon, visit Taj Mahal and Red Fort. Taj Mahal is one of the most beautiful masterpieces of architecture in the world.
Built entirely by white marble, Taj Mahal is regarded as one of the eight wonders of the world. Some Western
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historians have noted that its architectural beauty has never been surpassed. In the evening free to explore the handicraft
centres. Overnight at Agra.

Day 04 AGRA-JAIPUR <« After breakfast proceed to Jaipur. » (B)
En route visiting the world heritage monument of Fatehpur Sikri. On completion continue with your drive to Jaipur.
Arrive in Jaipur. On arrival check in your hotel. Rest of the evening at leisure. Overnight at Hotel.

Day 05 JAIPUR (B/D)

After breakfast, half-day excursion to the hilltop fortress at Amber. Ascend the imposing fort on a painted elephant. In
the afternoon, tour the old walled city of Jaipur. Founded by Maharaja Jai Singh II, this ‘pink city’ is meticulously
constructed on the lines of the Shilpa-Shastra, an ancient Hindu treatise on architecture. Visit the unique Jantar Mantar
Observatory situated in the heart of the city. Built in the 1700's, it still looks futuristic. Nearby is the ornate Hawa Mahal
(the palace of winds). The old City Palace & its museum display a rare fusion of Mughal and Hindu architecture, and
house a rare collection of paintings, Rajput armoury and costumes. Visit to Choki Dhani in the evening (heritage village)

Day 06 JAIPUR-DELHI (B)
On arrival into Delhi , visit Indira Gandhi Museum (the home of assassinated PM - Indira Gandhi). Evening free at your
leisure (you may want to do shopping)

Day 07 DELHI-SPORE (B) Morning after breakfast transfer to airport for your flight into Singapore.
